Complete Intervention Plan (with progress review

dates) and implement intervention. Consult
PLC/TAT for assistance, if needed. After 4 - 6 weeks,
determine the success of the intervention.

Continue with Tier I/Core
instruction; complete benchmark
assessment at next window and

recheck.

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NO - If intervention is working, but student is not yet at
benchmark, continue intervention. If intervention is not
working and very little progress is noted, do one of the
following: 1) Revise intervention or choose different
intervention; after 4 — 6 weeks, determine the success of the
intervention, or 2) Skip to the diagnostic assessment step.
(See below.) Consult PLC/TAT as needed.

Intervention Successful? - NO
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Administer diagnostic assessments to determine specific
intervention needs.
